November Gemstones - Citrine and Topaz

Citrine Silicon Dioxide SiO2

Citrine the birthstone for November and the
gemstone for the 13-wedding anniversary is a clear
pale yellow to yellowish brown and reddish or golden
form of the mineral quartz. It is related to amethyst,
which is the purple form of quartz. It is possible for
some specimens of quartz to occur in different colors
in the same stone. Amethyst and citrine occurring in
the same specimen is called ametrine.

Citrine that is very affordable is often mistaken for
the more expensive yellow or golden topaz. It stands
up well to daily wear as a seven on the Mohs scale of
hardness and its earthy tones complement many
wardrobes. The name citrine is derived form “citron”,
French for lemon. In the past people once carried
citrine as a protective talisman against the plague,
bad skin conditions and evil thoughts. It was also
used as a charm against the bites of snakes and
other venomous reptiles.

Topaz is a richer color than citrine containing more

orange coloration. In ancient times, all yellow stones
were called topaz.
Because of the nature of its crystal structure, topaz
has one plane in which its bonds are relatively weak.
If the stone receives a sharp blow in the wrong place
or direction, it can easily break cleanly in two.

Blue Topaz

Aluminum Fluorosilicate Hardness 8

In the last 10 years, blue topaz has come into
popularity. This attractive and inexpensive stone has
come to be a substitute for Ceylon sapphire. It occurs
naturally however; it is heat treated to turn the
normally less attractive colors to a bright blue. Heat-
treating creates a stable color known as “London
Blue”, “Swiss Blue”, and “Sky Blue” listed from
deepest color to palest blue.

The World of Minerals —
Minerals of the Ancient World — Part 1

By Vivien Gornitz

The Roots of Civilization

Long before the dawn of civilization, our human
ancestors made hunting tools and weapons from
chert, flint, quartzite, and obsidian. Axes and mauls
for hammering, pounding, and grinding were shaped
from tough, hard, massive rocks like basalt (or
diabase), diorite, gneiss, granite, and jade. Powdered
hematite, ochre, and manganese oxides (or charcoal)
served as pigments for realistic and well-executed Ice
Age cave paintings. Mineral resources contributed
greatly to the development of ancient technology.
Starting with the Bronze Age, metals, initially derived
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from the native elements - gold, silver, copper, and
meteoritic iron - and later from various ores, were
crafted or cast into tools, weapons, jewelry, and coins.
Clays were molded and fired into pottery and
ceramics. Quartz sand and other naturally occurring
ingredients were fused into glass. Attractive, colorful
crystals and stones were used for adornment, healing,
and status.

Ancient Gemstones

Gemstones, such as chalcedony, carnelian, sardonyx,
agate, amethyst, quartz, as well as the more exotic
lapis lazuli, turquoise or hematite were polished into
beads and other ornaments. Gem seals were
intricately and skillfully engraved with mythological
scenes using hard abrasives, such as corundum and
magnetite. Ancient lapidaries avoided unnecessary
cutting in order to preserve the weight (and value) of
the stone and its presumed mystical powers. Color
often held greater significance than the actual stone
itself. Much of King Tutankhamen’s magnificent gold
jewelry, for example, is inlaid
with colored glass or faience,
a  bluish-green  ceramic
material, instead of genuine
stones. To the ancient
Egyptians, red (carnelian,
jasper, or red glass) variously
represented fire, blood, sun,
hence life itself, but also
anger, destruction, and the
desert. Blue symbolized
heaven, the primordial flood, water, thus life, rebirth,
and fertility. Lapis lazuli was the primary blue
gemstone, often simulated by blue glass or faience.
Green (malachite, bluish-green turquoise, amazonite)
indicated vegetation, life, and resurrection. Yellow
(gold, electrum - a gold-silver alloy, also ochre or
orpiment pigments) signified the sun. White (chalk,
gypsum, shell) symbolized purity. Black obsidian)
stood for the night, death, destruction, and the
underworld, but by association with the dark, fertile
soil of the Nile Valley also connoted fertility and
resurrection. Hematite amulets and seals, to the
Assyrians and Babylonians, gave power over one’s
enemies, presumably because of hematite’s red
streak that evoked blood and fire. However, hematite
(and limonite) slabs were polished into mirrors in Pre-
Columbian Mexico.

Public
Lands in my mind means land that you and | have a
right to be on...i.e. it’'s land owned by the taxpayers -
us - the public.

In July, the U.S. Senate passed the Paleontological
Resource Protection Act of 2005 (S-263) and sent in
on to the U.S. House of Representatives for action. As
of this writing it’s not yet been assigned a number, but
will probably get one soon and then be referred to the
Resources Committee (and perhaps others) for
consideration.

I’'m not a fossil collector. | only own a couple of
shark’s teeth that I've collected myself here in
Maryland. | do however have grave concerns about
this bill.... and bills like it that may follow. If passed,
only museums will be able to own fossils found on
public lands. If passed, private citizens like me, will
not be able to own, purchase or sell fossils collected
on public lands.

Big deal you say, they’re only fossils. This Paleo bill if
passed will open the door to more legislation that will
definitely be aimed at curtailing mineral and gem
collecting on these same “public” lands. | sure would
not want that to happen.... and I doubt that you would
either.

So what can YOU do? Write, e-mail, or call your
Congressman! Do it TODAY. Let him know your
opposition to this bill and why you are opposed to it.
Remember, many of the significant fossil discoveries
have been made by amateurs like ourselves and
these discoveries have contributed greatly to our
knowledge of the past.

Several years ago, the letters of rockhounds like us
contributed in bringing about defeat of similar
legislation (i.e. the “Baucus” Bill). We can do this
again... but only if our voice is heard. Individual
letters, calls, and e-mails are what’s needed so that

when the Congressman’s aids start counting
messages they’ll be swamped.

We’re all involved in the hobby, so let’s all be involved
in this effort! Individually and collectively, we can
make a difference.
